　During your stay in Japan, the participants of the program are expected to be in accordance with the purpose of the program. You are required to follow not only Japanese laws and the policies of the agency which will be managing the program, also the regulations of the host schools and the rules of your host family.
　
	●The aim of the program
 The participants will stay in Japanese ordinary households and attend classes in high schools to experience the ordinary life in Japan. Through cultural exchange and immersion into the different culture, participants are expected to deepen understanding toward Japan. It is also expected to promote the international understanding and friendship between the countries of the participants and Japan.
　
●The things that participants should be prepared.
1. Be aware that you participate in the program as a representative of your own country.
2. Make effort to adjust yourself to your host family.
3. Communicate with Japanese people and the other participants of the program willingly.
4. Study the Japanese language and culture.
5. Study and be prepared to attend classes in Japanese before leaving to Japan.
●The rules that the participants have to follow
1. The Japanese laws and regulations.
2. The policy of the agency.
3. The regulation of the host school.
4. The rules of the host family.
